S. Kumarasamy is the President at Present and he has been in office since 1995. Some important 
agitations, strikes ets are as follows :
10 days strike in 1968 :

In 1972 workers went on stay-in-strike to press their demands. The mamangement then 
declared a lock-out. The union organised several agitations demanding lifting of lock-out. 
After 60 days of lock-out there was a tripartite settlement. Management though a signatory, 
refused to implement the settlement when the union protested, the management again 
effected a lock-out which went on for 90 days.

In 1975 there was a split in the Union. INTUC as formed.

In 1978, in support of victimised workers of TI cycles, DFEU participated and some workers 
who were arrested were remanded to custody for 15 days.

In 1979, the split in the union led to violence. Sri. Velmurugan was elected as President. 
There was a dispute regarding the identity card of workers. In this issue 12 employees were 
dismissed and the union protested. There was a lock-out.

In 1994 there was a strike for 10 days for bonus and against victimisation of employees.

In 1995, when S. Kumarasami was the President, the factory faced problems.

In January 1998, workers went on an agitation demanding working capital. 1600 workers 
were arrested. All political parties supported this agitation.

In Februaru 1998, the Management suspended its operations. 1500 workers conducted 
several agitations.

In May 1998, indefinite hunger strike demanding lifting of lock-out (which was named as 
“suspension of operation” by Management).

Talks are still on in this issue.
There have been several settlements since 1961. The last and the 9th settlement was for the period 
from 5-4-1995 to 4-4-1998.

18.03.97 letter seeking the Honourable Prime Minister, Finance 
Minister, Industries Minister, Labour Minister, West Bengal chief 
Minister and Tamilnadu Chief Minister to save Dunlop India 
Limited and its employees.

In that petition, they briefed about the cash crunch, profit claims, 
counter claims, the boom and gloom of the company and how the 
company can be saved through law. In that, Union clearly stated 
that Section 397 of the Act provides for relief in case of oppression, 
Section 398 provides for relief in case of mismanagement, Section 
401 Central Government has got the powers to apply to the Company 
Law Board for orders under 397 & 398. Section 402 provides larger 
power to the Company Law Board to protest the interests of the 
Company. Section 403 provides for interim orders. Section 408 grants 
power to the Central Government to appoint Directors to the Board 
of any company to prevent oppression or mismanagement.

They are appealing the Central Government to use its good office to 
direct the banks to pump in money to Dunlop India Limited by 
raising the lending limits which alone will breathe life into company.

Take steps to appoint Directors from the Financial Institutions who 
have a share holding of 32% in Dunlop India Limited so that they 
could oversee

The funds are not misused. The affairs of the company are 
properly managed. The assets of the company are not sold to 
its prejudice.

A) Qn 18.03.97 Union petitioned to Reserve Bank of India asking to 
remove Dunlop India from its unofficial black list(due to some 
problem in one company related to M.R. Chabbria's group company) 
and direct other banks to raise the lending limit from Rs. 39 crores 
to Rs.95 crores. They also requested RBI if the lending limit is not 
raised, it is very difficult for Dunlop India Limited to survive much 
less to develop. Mr. M.R. Chabbria has not pumped in any of his 
money into Dunlop India Limited. Due to these factors the factories 
at Calcutta and Chennai were operating at less than 25% of their 
efficiency.

18.7.97 Again same memorandum was submitted to Hon'ble 
Tamilnadu Chief Minister asking to save 10,000 families.

21.07.97 Union took a procession with 2100 employees to Fort St. 
George to meet Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu. 
Unfortunately the Union met only Hon’ble Labour Minister and 
petitioned to save Dunlop India Limited. The salient features of 
memorandum were : Requesting the State & Central Government 
to intervene in order to arrange finance and rehabilitate the 
organisation. It is only with apprehension that Dunlop India may 
become another standard Motor, B & C or Best & Crompton. The 
Tamilnadu Chief Minister knows that prevention is better than 
cure. That instead of keeping quite, thinking that factory is



running, salaries are being paid, it will be difficult to protect 
or look after the Dunlop India Limited when the issue become 
weak and goes B.I.F.R.. Dunlop is having everything except 
working capital. This is today's problem of Dunlop India 
Limited.

18-11-1997 The Union complained to The Tamilnadu Chief 
Minister that the wages and salaries are not yet paid (actually the 
wages to be paid on or before 17-11-97) The same copy was sent to 
Labour Minister, Secretary to Labour Department, Joint Labour 
Commissioner, and Commissioner.

04-12-1997 the Union petitioned to the Secretary, Labour 
Department stating the present situation of Dunlop India Limited, 
salaries and wages are not paid in time and also they are requesting 
the Tamilnadu Government's intervention in Dunlop India Limited 
Matter.

17-12-1997 dated petition to the Honourable Labour Minister about 
the 
current situation of Dunlop, danger of Dunlop, and about the cash 
crunch.

December 1997, the employees and the union took hunger fast at 
Ambattur Industrial Estate and near Kuralagam.

02-01-1998 procession from the Dunlop India Limited gate to 
Ambattur old bus terminus. The public meeting was arranged by 
the Dunlop Union. All political party leaders participated.

06-01-1998 most of the companies in Ambattur Industrial Estate 
took part in support of Dunlop Factory Employees' Union call for 
Bandth. Ambattur merchant's Association also participated in 
this bandth. All the shops were closed. Nearly 3000 workmen were 
arrested when they indulged in road racko agitation in support of 
Dunlop workers.

19-01-1998 letter sent to Tamilnadu Chief Minister stating that 
employees wore not paid wages for the past two months and the' 
bonus for the year was also not paid, they also stated that because 
of insufficient fund the employees were not able to celebrate 
the Pongal festival and they treated as BLACK DAY.

fa For the last one and half year, the Dunlop factory employees 
Union forecasted the danger in Dunlop. But no Government 
institutions came to rescue the Dunlop employees. As 
forecasted, Dunlop was locked out on 09-02-1998 in the guise 
of suspension of operation.

fa 10-02-1998 this letter to Joint Commissioner of Labour union 
stated that suspension of operation is only a lock out. For 
this they showed Supreme Court Judgement as evidence and 
also requested the Joint Commissioner of Labour to prohibit 
the lock out under 10 B of Industrial Dispute Act.



11,02.1998 letter to Tamilnadu Chief Minister. In this, 
Union requested to prohibit the illegal lockout and 
nonpayment of wages for the past three months has been 
h igh I igh ted.
21-02-1998 in this petition to Joint Commissioner of Labour, Union 
argued about the suspense of operation, nonpayment of wages and 
bonus and requested the Labour department to send this case (illegal 
lockout) to Judicial Courts.

23-02-1998 Union sent the Memo to President of India requesting to 
save Dunlop India Limited signed by 35,000 general public and 
working class people.

23-02-1998 Petition to Chief Minister, Tamilnadu Government, Union 
argued about the suspense of operation, nonpayment of wages and 
bonus and requesting the Labour Department to send this case (illegal 
Lockout) to Judicial Courts.

The Union has filed writ petition No.2427/98 before Hon'ble Madras 
High Court to issue a writ of Mandamus directing the Registrar to 
take necessary steps for launching revenue recovery proceeding under 
section 48(a) of Tamilnadu cooperative Societies Act, 1983 for recovery 
of a sum of Rs.86,96,685 from the Dunlop India Limited that is due to 
the Dunlop Employees Cooperative Thrist & Credit Society Limited 
by the management of Dunlop India Limited.

23-02-1998 the Union sent a letter to the Secretary, Law, Justice and 
Company Affairs about the present position in Dunlop India Limited 
and the mismanagement.

The Union filed writ petition No.3266/98 before Hon'ble Madras High 
Court to issue a writ of mandamus directing the RBI and Union 
Finance Secretary to remove the unofficial black listing of Dunlop 
India Limited and to consider its application for additional funds as 
a separate company in accordance with law, without in any way 
getting prejudicial about its chairman's group connection.

The Union also filed writ miscellaneous petition No.4863/98 to direct 
the RBI and Union Finance Secretary to instruct Dunlop Bankers - 
The UBI, SBI and Allahabad Bank to sanction loans to Dunlop India 
Limited after getting necessary collateral securities from Dunlop India 
Limited.
The Union also filed the writ petition being writ petition No.3263/98 
in the Hon'ble Madras High Court to issue a writ of Mandamus 
directing the Secretary, Ministry Law, Justice and Company affairs, 
Union of India to make out an application before the company Law 
Board under Section 401 of the Companies Act seeking the 
intervention of the Company Law Board under Section 402, 403 & 
408 to prevent mismanagement in Dunlop India Limited and to issue 
suitable direction for remedial corrective measures in Dunlop India 
Limited.



10-03-1998 in a letter addressed to the Secretary, Labour 
Department, Union requested him to take steps under the basics of 
33C(1) to recover wages and salaries. (They also made a note of 
Supreme Court Judgement)

23-03-1998 in a letter addressed to Prime Minister, Finance Minister, 
Labour Minister, Law, Justice and Company Affairs Minister and 
state Minister for Finance the Union explained the current position 
of Dunlop India Limited and mismanagement.

06-04-1998 our Union directly met Mr. Thambidurai (Minister, Law, 
Justice and Company Affairs) and had detailed discussion about 
Dunlop.

07-04-1998 Our Union met Mr. R.V. Kumar (State Minister for 
Finance) and had detailed discussion about Dunlop.

06-04-1998 Union sent memo to Chief Minister Tamil Nadu 
requesting to arrange atleast one month payment before Tamil New 
Year.

09-04-1998 Continuation of 10-03-1998 Memo - Union again sent a 
memorandum to the Secretary Labour Department, stating about 
the unpaid wages and salaries.

09-04-1998 in a letter to Tamilnadu Chief Minister, Union explained how 
the West Bengal Government proposed to take over Dunlop India Limited, 
Calcutta and they requested Tamilnadu government also to proceed on the 
same line. The copy of the memorandum sent to Labour Minister, Secretary, 
Labour Department, Joint Commissioner of Labour and Labour 
Commissioner.

09-04-1998 letter addressed to B.I.F.R., Union requested not to 
declare Dunlop India Limited as Sick Company.

09-04-1998 letter addressed to the Secretary, Labour Department, 
Union asked Tamilnadu Government to take over Dunlop India 
Limited.

20-04-1998 letter addressed to I.D.B.I. the Union asked not to declare 
Dunlop India Limited as sick and also asked to intimate its finding 
to Tamilnadu Government.

In April 98, the Union met Mr. Raghumankhan twice and discussed 
about Dunlop India Limited's problem and also requested to take 
over Dunlop India Limited as done by West Bengal Government. 
The Minister told the Union that Tamilnadu Government is in the 
process of collecting all the information from West Bengal. He also 
told the Union that I.D.B.I. will be submitting the brief report to 
B.I.F.R.. Only after this report, the Tamilnadu Government will 
take policy decision in a cabinet meeting.

23-04-98 Dunlop Board declared 231.84 crores loss for the period 
ended 31st December 1998.



18-05-98 The Consiliation takes between the union and the 
management mediated by the Labour Department officials 
brokedown and was formally closed.

21-05-98 The union field Writ Petition being W.P.No.:7081 of 1998 
in Hon'ble Madras High Court to issue a writ of mandamus directing 
the management to pay its workman, the wages and salaries due 
from the month of November 1997.

Chennai, Mar 24:
Around 50 men belonging to Dunlop Fac­

tory Employees’ Union (DFEU) of the 
closed Dunlop factory in Chennai today laid 
siege to the Labour Commission Office at 
the DMS complex here demanding that the 
State government give them a monthly re­
lief of Rs 1000 and also play a greater role 
in opening the factory.

Speaking to News Today, Kumaraswamy, 
president of DFEU, said that the employ­
ees would continue to lay seige to the 
Labour Commission Office till their de- 
‘naods were met

Subsequent to today’s picketing, the union 
representatives were immediately called to 
a meeting with the Joint Commissioner of 
Labour Welfare Commission and other of­
ficials, and have been promised an inter­
view with the Chief Minister to look into their 
demands for a State government relief. 
Yet, the union members decided to go 
ahead with the picketing till the promises 
fully fnaterialise.

Dunlop factories in Chennai and Calcutta 
were locked out in February 1998, leaving 
2100 employees in Chennai unit and 4,500 
in Calcutta unit jobless.

In the State budget for 1999-2000, the West 
Bengal government decided to implement a 
monthly relief of Rs 500 to each employee of 
industrial units that have remained closed for 
more than a year as on 1 April, 1999. Now, 
the DFEU, Chennai, is demanding that its 
members.also be given a relief of Rs 1000 a 
month by the Tamilnadu government.

The Dunlop factories were closed down 
after financial irregularities in the Chabbria 
'^dup of companies and was declared as

a sick unit. The Bureau of Financial and 
Industrial Restructing (BFIR) had directed 
the company to submit a plan for revival 
and Dunlop had appealed to Appellate Au­
thority of Financial and Industrial Restruc­
turing (AAFIR), which had on 12 March di­
rected the management to submit a revival 
plan to BIFR.

However, the State Government’s repre­
sentative who should have been present 
at BFIR and AAFIR hearings was not 
present, Kumarasamy said.

Other union members also flayed the 
State government for not working out a 

plan to revive sick industries and only pro­
moting MNCs. There are 251 closed units 
in the State throwing 50,000 employees 
into the streets, union sources said and 
added that the government was not show­
ing any interest in opening the locked out 
factories.

The government had passed a GO to pro- 
.hibit the lock-out, but the management had 
obtained a stay on it, he said. The govern­
ment has not made any move to vacate the 
stay by submitting its report on the circum­
stances under which the lock-out should be 
prohibited, he added.

Decision on Dunlop in 7 days

New Delhi, June 15: Prime Minister Atal Be- 
hari Vajpayee today assured West Bengal chief 
minister Jyvti Basu that the Centre will take a 
decision on (he state government’s proposal 
foi- a temporary takeoverof Dunlop India (DIL) 
within a week.

■ Rasu urged Vajpayee to invoke the Indus tri­
al Development and Regulation (IE>R> Act or 
Clause 18 of Sick Industrial Companies Act 
(Sica), which allows transfer of management 
to an authorised entity.

Since both legislations are part on the Cen­
tral list, the West Bengal government has 
sought the Prime Minister's in ten-ent ion to in­
voke these laws and kick off a process which 
can lead to the takeover.

Basu briefed the PM on the impasse created 
by the ailing tyre major's move io suspend 
work at its Sahagunj and Ambattur (near 
Chennai) units more than a year ago and made, 
it clear that the state government was keen to 

take over the management of these factories. 
For this to happen though, the Centre-must au­
thorise the state government to run the units 
by enforcing provisions of the IDR and Sica, 
the chief minister said.

Ban urged the Contra to offer qiiich rnmn- 
dies to rejuvenate Dunlop's factories because 
the livelihood of 5,700 workers was at stake, 
state finance minister Asim Dasgupta, who ac- 
companied Basu, told reporters aftpr the meet' 
ing. While Sahagunj's staff strength Is 4,200. 
Ambattur has 1,500 employees and 1,700 super­
visory staff. Dasgupta said the state govern­
ment was already providing Rs 500 per month 
to employees of Dunlop units which have re­
mained closed for more than a year.

The West Bengal government has written 
several' times to. ths Union finance and indus­
try ministries on the issue. However, industry 
minister Sikander Bakht refused to Invoke the 
IDE Act. saying the Centre was already saddled 
with* scores of sick units and, therefore, could 
not grapple with another one- ‘

The West Bengal government cited an IDBI 
report to argue that the Manu Chhabria-con­
trolled company was not inherently sick but 
had turned comatose because funds had been 
siphoned out by the promoters. A( present, 44 
J4?J’ 'iW Dunlop’s equity is held by Chhabria 
and associates, 36 per cent by financial institu­
tions and 20 per cent by the public.

The state government is also emphasising 
the fact that banks are opposed to any revival 
plan which involves the present Dunlop brass. 
The company had appealed against a June 1998 
BIER ruling in the Appellate Authority of In­
dustrial and Financial Reconstruction 
(AA1FR) which, in turn, directed it to submit a 
revival plan by May 15 this year,

AAJFR allowed Dunlop to sell its assets 
through a committee comprising representa­
tives of banks but ruled that the liquidation 
would have to be approved by the Supreme 
Court. The apex court later halted asset sales 
on a plea filed by United Bank of India, Dun­
lop’s lead banker.

Mr Manu Chhabria's management had declared the company sick and 
referred- it to.theBlFR amid allegations, of divertingirom company 
to other jndgtiiddl Industrial: i^velogment Bank of India,
under advke from BIFR had said the 'company-wasi^sick ia the imme­
diate past; it was witnessed only in 1997198.

Mr Dasgupta said the state government could do little for the factory’s 
revival without the Centre's help. He felt there was no racon for the unit 
to be declared sick because it could be made economically viable. _

Mr Basu told Mr Vajpayee that the state governr^iK was willing, tq. be 
associated with the company's management rill S.taw. promoter is 
provided bankers and financial institutions' support was assured. Somepto- 
visions of the Sids.

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Recommencement of operations
Dunlop to seek sops 
from TN, Bengal
R. BalajiCHENNAI, June 20THE management of Dunlop In­dia Ltd is likely to seek some con­cessions from the Tamil Nadu Government as a part of its bid to recommence holding operations, according to sources.Senior level executives from Dunlop plan to meet with State Government representatives, in­cluding the Labour Minister, Mr Anwar Rajah, on Friday. They would also meet the Dunlop Fac­tory Employees’ Union (DFEU), they said.Sources told Business Line that the management representatives are likely to meet West Bengal Government seeking assistance to recommence operations at the Sahaganj facility.The support sought is along the lines of sales tax concessions and reliefs on payment of certain dues owed to the State Govern­ment agencies, including the electricity board. The manage­ment was likely to seek similar support from the Tamil Nadu Government, they said.It may be remembered that the Board for Industrial and Finan­

cial Reconstruction (BIFR) in an order passed in March has per­mitted Dunlop to mortgage two properties with an estimated val­ue of Rs 22 crore, to raise Rs 10 crore.The funds wiil have to be raised from a party not con­cerned with the Chhabria group, and at a rate of interest not ex­ceeding 18 per cent, according to the order.The DFEU is particular that the management recommence oper­ations at the Ambattur facility si­multaneously. The union is set on getting the wage arrears cleared before operations commence. The management owed the workers more that five months’ wages, they said.Dunlop recommenced oper­ations last year after a two- year lock-out. The holding operation was meant to be a stop-gap ar­rangement pending clearance of the draft rehabilitation scheme.However, finalisation of the scheme has been pending before BIFR following objections raised by some of the banks. This was under discussions mediated by the operating agency, IDBI, the sources said.



Chhabria's patience wears thin
Fresh investments may sKip Dunlop tor Falcon
Boby KurlanBANGALORE, June 20THE Dubai-based Jumbo Group Chairman, Mr M.R. Chhabria, has stalled Rs 15 crore fresh invest­ment to ailing Dunlop India Ltd and may infuse it into other group companies, especially Falcon Tyres Ltd.The move is being interpreted as a sign of Mr Chhabria’s grow­ing impatience with Dunlop. When contacted, the company spokesperson refused comment.Mr Chhabria has pumped in Rs 33 crore, which include Rs 7 crore through letters of credit, into Dun­lop during the past 10 months. It has been almost entirely used to meet the company’s salary com­mitments. The company sources told Business Line that the remun­eration of its 7,000-odd employ­ees entailed a monthly cash outflow of nearly Rs 5.7 crore. Dunlop is perhaps the only BIFR
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cant investments from promoters.It is learnt that Mr Chhabria may think of fresh investments in­to Dunlop after the West Bengal Government decides on the com­pany’s request to release Rs 10 crore against the mortgage of its two properties. Mr Chhabria’s daughter and Dunlop’s Director, Ms Komai Chhabria Wazir, along with Dunlop’s new President, Mr T.C. Goyal, met the West Bengal Chief Minister recently to discuss the issue.The troubled Dunlop, given Mr Chhabria’s preoccupation with it, attracted most of Jumbo Group’s recent investments into this coun­try. It prevented Mr Chhabria’s other companies — like Shaw Wallace & Co, which is in the midst of consolidation — from making substantial gains in the market place. The Jumbo Group controls five companies in India which also include Mather & Platt, Hindustan Dorr Oliver and Gor­don Woodroffe. The companies like Falcon Tyres and Mather & Platt have bounced back from the red in recent years.The Mysore-based Falcon Tyres, with turnover in excess of Rs 100 crore, broke into profit mould three years ago and Mr 

Chhabria is on record that he wants this company to be a Rs 500- crore business within a cou­ple of years.The Rs 74-crore Mather & Platt (India) Ltd’s diversified interests in engineering businesses report­ed a profit of Rs 4 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2001. Mr Chhabria’s plans to di­vert funds, originally meant for Dunlop, is seen as an indication of his resolve to push the performing companies ahead in the market. Shaw Wallace & Co, for instance, has shown some buoyancy in re­cent times and has roped in McKinsey as consultants to chart its global expansion plans.But all these, sources close to him say, do not mean Mr Chhabria has given up on Dunlop. The man, who exploded on the Indian cor­porate scene in the eighties with a string of takeovers, still believes that he alone can drive Dunlop from the dirt track.
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
