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Mrs. Kalyani Kumaramangalam, President and Mr.
A.o.K. Iyengar, General Secretary, Madras Harbour
vorkers' Union have issued the following datement
to the Pnliso;

" On the 14th Margh, 196€ the first Emergent
Meeting of the Madras Dock Labour Board was called
to consider and decide " three issues -~ the request
ol the Hadrus Stevedores' Associutioh for a cash credit
accommodation to a tune of i5.1,35,000/- to pay Bonus
to Stevedore Yorkers for 1964-'65; the question of
c¢nhanced D.a. to Tindels, “inchmen and Tally Clerks;
Lhe absorbtion of about 275 workers from amongst
the casuals into the Rescrve Pool Register.

The Pirst issuc was taken up and nassed alter
a prolonged discussion on the terms of the Agreement
entercd into by tie hadr.s Stevedores Associlation
and the kadr.s Harbour Worlters! Union, only one
Member disscenting. wWhen the Sccond Iscue in regard
to D.A. was taken un, the Mudras Harbour Workers!
Union which 15 represented on the Dock Labour Board
raised lwo points. Firstly that the Goverument of
India wers wrong in holding that the enhanced D, A.
be pald with rctrospective effcet from 1lst March, '65
whereas it should have been from 1lst February, '64
in accordance with the Notification of the Government
of India. bextly, we¢ urged thal the Mazdoor Category
consisting of about 2,000 workers should act be
denicd this enhanced D.A. with retrospective ceffect,
in as much as the Bombay Docli Labour Board made no
invidious distinction betwesn category and category.
There was/some discussion on this issuc and finally
it wus declded that this item and the next be taken
up at the next Board Meeting which was fixed for
the 21lst instant.

Sri. b.M.Narayanan, the INIUC Representative
on the Madras Dock Labour Board protestecd vehemently
agalinst this decision and threatened to organisc
a strikec.

The next wmoruing, that is the 15th instant,
some casuals of the Dock Labour Board, ‘some ADC
pang workers and some rowdy clements drawn firom the
unacrworld startcd beat ing up the MDPLB workers terro-
rising them and spreading a panic that pcople will be
killed ctc., ctc.

We werc taken unawarcs, hut still we could <ollect
about 150 men but five gangs were booked and senl for
work. For the Secomtl Shift we were able to protect
a bigger number from being bealen up or terrorised by
these¢ rowdy elements and so over 1000 workers went
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in a procession and about 300 of thea werc hooked for
work. The iood Ships did not suffer., Similarly load<
ing of iron ore¢ into vessals nlso did not suffer.

for the third shift when arrangements siere being
made by vs, the LMUC goondas startcd beating up our
Jorkers il about a dozen places, st Bus Stons, cte.,
where they could escavc the eyc of the Police. But
they could not stop our working of Food 3hips or iron
ore vosscls.

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The Wage toard has just closed its hearing, a day ahead
of the scheduled programre, The Calcutta session has been marked
with dramatic torns, he next hearing will take place at Bombay
on the 22th Auguzt 19606,

On the first day vdxn% ghe hearing started Sri Monahor
Kotwal appearing on bhehalf of théﬂ?hderation stated that since

the Wage Poard has falled to come to a decisicn on the issue of
Interim Relief, the PFederation desires to withdraw from the
procecdings and regsrets 1ts inability © proceed with the general
hearing. Kotwal was supplimented by Sri Anthony Pillai, Thereafter
all of us pressed the iesve of Interim Relief, when the board
withdraw for mutual consultation, Thus ended the first day's hearing.

On the Second day when the Board resumed, Sri lMakban
Chatterjee and Sri Bulkarni were absent, The Chal quan anmounced that
he has earmarked 16th Ceptember 1966 for hearing on Interim Relief .
at Calcutta and 3rd, of October at Bombay and in the meantime the
general hearing will continue., Sri Kotwal roge to gpeak and decla-
red that his PFederation is withirawing from the proceedings., Ue
ware not consulted by the A I.P.D.W.1 , at any stage. In fact
onr offer for a joint show down before the EBogrd was not enter-
tained by the Federation leaders, They choose to take action
unilaterally.

Court restraining us to proceed further, This wlll put the lare
Board in an embarassing posltion., Thereafter we pressed for a
target date by which the ULoard will come out with 1ts declgsion,
'he Chal rman assured immediately after 29th September 1966 within

I'he day following the hearing on I.R., was started.
I,u,T,U,C, PFederation opened, About half a dozen other representa-
tives spoke on that day. On the next day on behal f of the Water-

speak#r, Three or four Unions alsgo made thelr submissions. The
employer side on the gronnd of thelir unpreparednecs did not
speak and proposed to male submissions at Bombay on the 29,9,66,
Thus ended the Calentta sesgion, 4,1.P.D.W.F, threatened
withdrawal of workers from all major ports sometime in the micdle
of October, In a mass meating leaders of 4,1.F.D.u.

- The moot points which arose in the Wage Boards hearings
are (1) Ministers assurance is not a Govt, decision (2) After
decigion on first Intnrlm lelief, no conditlon in the ciscumstances
has been changed, (3) Rise in the cost of living index is now being
considered by Gaaendra Gadkar Commisgion, whose award will come out
very soon, (4) Therefore further grant of Interim Relief is not
(a) necessary (b) justified (5) financi al incapacity. These points
were splendidly encountered by Indrajit Gupta,

The attitlde expressed by the employers leads us to
think the fate of ex-gratia payment etc. Unless in all the major
ports, all the faederatioms, do not take up the 1ssues very seriously,
and prepare themselves for a united mass actions, before Durga
Pujas, nothing tangilble will come out, I consider that tremendous
preassure should be brought upon the A,1.P.D.W,TF, leaders for a
united action, Thdr sectarian attitude will harm the employees
We must not allow exposure camnpalgn at the .cost of the empbyees
intereast.

Backeround;

The emplioyees working in the Chippineg & Painting Industry
in diifferent major ports In India were the victims of untold
explcltation at the instance of thelr employers. The zervice
conditions of those emplovees were not regulated by any specific
rules. This generated a colossal discontent amcny the employees
concernad and a number of strikes took place in different ports
involving the employees concerned.

The Government of Indla seized the 1lssue In the year 1964
and appointed a single member Cowmittee to inquire into worklng of
the Chipplng and Painting Industry 1in major ports in India.

The said Committee submitted its report on 20-2-1965 which
vas accepted by the Government and expected to be lmplemented 1n all
the major ports including Bombay.

The Committee has recommended that one year after the
implementatlon of the Recommendations, the working of the Scheme
should be examined and thereafter the employees of the Chipping
and Painting Industry should be brought under resgulated employment
schema.,

The Committee was also pleased to recommend thal the piece-
rate Scheme in force in the Chipping and Painting Industry should be
7avised to make it more attractive and cover all categories of
employees in this Incdustry.

We, however, regret to note that none of the atove
recommendations of the Committeec has so far been respectad by the
emplovers causing great discontent among the employees.

We therefore request your honour to kindly teke up the issue
in conciliation and assist the employees in thelr endeavour to seak

Bver since this union was registered, we were writing
to you for recognition. Ye have informed you that more than 1000
Stevedore Labour out of the total 1800 are members of this union,
and hence ve represent the majority of Stevedore Labour. But so
f1r you have refused to recognise this Union. Ve satisfy all the
conditions 1laid down in the Criteria Recognition, which is part
of the Code of DNiscipline. Your refusal to recognise this union
is an unfair labour practice and also an open violation of the pro-
visions of Code of Discipline. From your actions so far it is
abundantly clear that you are refusing us the due recognition, in
order %o protect the interests of the minority unions, to whom you
have miwven recognition. Tn treating the two minority unions as
receopniced, you have again violated the provisions of the Code of
Msciviine as the Code lays down that recognition is to be given
to the majority union. For the last three years we have made re-
nreseniations %o you, the conciliation officer (Central) Frnakulam,
The Rewional Tribour Commissioner (Central) Madras and also to the
fovernment of India. But so far no action is taken and you con-
tinne to defy the majority union, acting in collusion with the
minority unions. As all constitutional remedies have been exhau-
sted to get the due recognition this union has no alternative left
but to call upon the workmen to go on collective action, to press
the demand for recognition.

Another instance of open violation of basic principles
of fiir play is your action in employing casual labour through the
two minority unions instead of booking them direct at the D.L.B
hooking stand. This system of union recruitment, which amounted
to a virtual close shop was a scrourge of this port and after 10
vears it was abolished when the Dock Labour Scheme was enforced by
the award of the Central Government Industrial Tribunal. But you
are now employving the casual Labour in the Dock through the two
minority unions in violation of the provisions of the Dock Labour
Schme. You are also denying employment to the members of this
union who have been included in the list prepared as per the above
award. Though the casual labour who are our members report for
work at the Dock Labour Board Booking Stand, employment is denied
to them under your instructions and you are booking the easual
labour through the Cochin Thuramuga Thozhilali union and bthe
Cochin Port M™hozhilali Union. This you are deliberately doing to
compel the casual workers who are our members to become members
of these two minority unions. This is an unfair labour practice
and introdnetion of closed shop in the Docks. In open violation
of the provirione of the ahbove mentioned award you are not filling
up the vac ncies in the reserve pool. This is also done for the
purncse of continuing the employment of casual workers in the list
through the unions, as when once the casual workers are included
in the reserve pool, you and your two minority mnions, will lose
control over them.

The becond Conference of the Waterfront lorkers'
'ederation of India notes with concern the unhelpful attitude of
the Government of India in non-implecmentation of the assurances
glven by the Ministry of Transport and Labour in resncct of Bonus
Children Bducaltion Allowances and Re-imbursement of Tuition TFee
Improvement in netiral Benifit, Filling up Vacancies in 'A’
Category shore Gangs frowm ‘Bl Category workers and pending local
demands etc.

Under section 32 of the Bonus Act the Port and Dock
Wworkers have been excluded {rom the provisions of the Statute.
Subscquently, on 2nd December, 1965 the Central Cabinet resolved
to make ex-gratlia payment in lieu of Bonus to the emplgyees of
some establishicnts of the Non-competitive public sector. Here
again, the Port and Dock ‘Jorkers were excluded.

The Governuent's attitude in this matter shows scant
respcecet for the rights of the Port and Vock Workers, who are per-
forming strategic role in the Mations economy and who have kept
our forts and bocks in operation around the clock under all con-
ditions including those of Mational crisis and foreign aggression.
bince then through collective bargaining the right has been re-
cognised for the vock wWorkers and almost in every Port and Dock
Workers have received payment on account of Bonus for the last
two years.

There can therefore be no legalistic approach to the
Bonus problcm for the Ports and Docks. Both Port and Dock Jorkers
perform duties in the saiue chain of operation and constitute one
economic unit in the terms of efficiency in Port operation. It
would therefore bgc i{zlogical to argue that only in the Dock
operation an element of profit is there, since, these are done
in private sector. as if the work of the Port workers in the Shore
has no yard stick of the cconomin efficiency, since the unit of
cfficiency is not reckened with In terms of profit and loss. The

fact remains that if therc is something'called --efficiency

The above mentioned persons are holding valid Hawker’s Licences and most of {lwm
heridutarily.  Almost all thesc persons are acclamatised and accustomed 1o lhc.? business
mentioned against each for several ycars or decades. They are all petly business-men,
depending upon their income from the Foreign Tourists, Sailors, and Sea-men and thousands of
mouths have 1o be fed from the meagre income of the people

These people have strictly obeyed the rules, and regulations. an force, as per the
conditions of the Licence and had several renewals, as on record, during the periods of your
several predecessors.

The sudden blow that their licences were called to be surrendered’ in your office and_
terminated their scrvices by refusing renewal had very badly reflected upon the bare existance of
scores of frmilics.  The fate of the poor.is well-known in Madras:City and the sudden collapse
ol the income structure for no fault of them and for no legal purpose, have necessitated them to
sufler lo, near starvation, and aficr a few.days, sooner their belongings ure sold out, their entire
famlies, will have to be on the streets. .

The three quest ons that are facing these innocent and straight forward people, the

Government and the Port Trust Administration are as follows :

Firstly is the canccllation of the age-old Licences by refusing renewal, all on a sudden.
without showing any reason and without giving notice to the concerned, is valid in Law or to be
termed as ultravires and unsustainable before Law |

The Second point is whether the Port Trust Administration has jurisdiction to commit
this high-handed act and thercby rob the sacred rights guaranteed by the Constitution and leave
several hundreds of law abiding citizens of India in distress and poverly 2. How are they
Justified in committing grave ilicgality, by refusing rencwal lo the innocent, law abiding and
age old licence-holders, while admitting completely, new, rich, and inexperienced ones by
playing fraud on their own conditions of the licence and also by throwing astray the principles of
the conslitutional gaarantees in the democracy of India.

The Thicd and the last poiat is, whether the ncw appointments of the rich, by playing
sheer fraud, influence and foul play arc valid or void before Law, including the "Fifth columnist
Presideat of the Madras Port Hawker Licence Holders' Association Sri. K. T. M. Kanniappan
who divoreed the «ntire Association by playing into the hands of the Port Trust Administration
after seeuring his fNiesh Licence.  Finally what are thc means by which to arrive at a righi
solution of the problem of providing jobs, for these people, who have the Constitutional and
cnforceable rights before the Courts of Law and justice and above all how to deal with those
responsible for the conspiracy to throw scores of rightful workers, and law-abiding-Licencees
and how to compensate their losses both before Civil as well as Criminal Courts ;

As all the efforts of these innocent and poor people failed, and as all their requests
have fallen in deal eurs they are driven to the neccssity of seeking legal advice on their vital and
burning problem of the day while uctually the legal and valid rights of them are at siake and

discarded by those who are the custodians entrusted to safeguard their legitimate rights in a
conslitutional sct up,

Firsily the Gazette notification dated 9th August 1961 issued by our esteemed Government
States, “before concelling or suspending a licence. the exccutive authorithy shall give the licencee,
a nolice is writing stating the grounds, on which it is proposed 1o take action and requesting him (o
show cause against such cancellation, or suspension as inay be specified in ihe notice. Furlher any
person aggrieved by an order of the executive authority has rights to take up the matter in an
appeal before the said authority and finally seck the verdict of the Courts of Law and Justice
which is a basic principle of the law of our Mother-land.



As carly as 29—9—64 a few of the licence-holders, were served with letters in
Ref. No. D 11600]64|T of the Madras Port Trust, dated 29-—9—64, were replied, that with regard
to their applications for renawals, made as of right, that, all on a sudden wtthout assigning any
reasons, or without calling them to show cause for any impropriety or illegality, they were informed
that. ‘it has been decided not 1o renew their liaences in future and were called to surrender their
licence to the office of the Traffic Manager within a week on reccipt of the letters.

A further communication Ref. No. T. 22140/61(S dated 17—12—64 from the Chairman,
Madras Port Trust, purported to have been signed on 15 —12—64 stated, “It has been decided not
1o issue any fresh Hawker Licences or to renew the old Licences’™.

Another communication compeletly in contravention of the previous statement of the
Port Trust, with Ref. No. T/31898(63/S dated 18—8—65 stated that the recommendations of the
Steamer Agents and the Committee appointed by the Chairman, Madras Port Trust, completely in
utter disregard for the law and justice, have taken a dccision on 9—2—65 to grant the Hawker
licences to several persons, who arc rich and influential, but who have no experience whatsoever,
in preference (o the expericnced, lawful and valid licence holders who are the present appellants
hercin,  The licences were issued accordingly and how the Port Trust is justified in acting in
utter disregard to their previous statements dated 17—12—64, and thereby decided not to issuc
fresh licences or renew old licences.  What is the logic behind their self-contradicting arguments
1s unknown to everyone. Further what the Steamer Agents and a self-styled commitiee has any
thing to do with the fate of hundreds of sacred lives in a democratic country like India? Does
it mean, the Steamer Agents are allowed to mann the Port Trust Administration, or the Port
Trust administration thinks that it committed a grave mistake in issuing (he previous order and
statement dated 17 - 121964 and now decided that the Steamer agents and sclf-styled commitice
which have no legal existance. to issue conflicting and illigal statements and orders. Above all
the Government has not issued any directions to the Port Trust, {o act in such a way prejudicial
to the interests of lawful licence holders, and nothing was informed to the Appellants by the
Pore Trust Administration.

The licences issued by the Trafic Manager Madras Port Trust, several years back to the
Appellants did not not restrict itself to any period or duration, but instead permitted yearly
renewal having several colums of renewals. The Applellants have upto date rencwals apart from
the gross injustice meted out {o them, by refusing the current rencwal by the Port Trust
authorities. !

The conditions of the Licence does not contemplate any sudden promulgation of any
illegal order.  Above all, the police or customs or the Port Trust must prove the gravity of the
offence, or atleast the crime committed by the licencee, which debars him from enjoving
the licence.

It is a basic fact of the Madrus Port Trust Bye-laws, that the Photo passes, issued by thz
Madras Port Trust, or Madras Dock Labour Board, sister organisations, entitles the worker 1o get
access inside the Harbour, for practising his profession or do his work, and the Photo passes are
liable to be cancelled, at the instance of the police, customs, or the Port Trust, for the proved
misbehaviour, or conviction in a grave criminal offence, or for the false personation and the like.
Even for the Accused alleged of committing an ollence by the Police, the Port [rust cannot
straight away cancel or rclusc renewal of the said licences, i. ¢., Photo passes.  They can only
suspend pending the judgement of the original or Appellate Court concerned and fnally to
reinstate or dismiss the worker and his licence as per the judgement of the Honourable Court
which acquits or convicts him.

The same is lound in this Photo-pass Licence also.  Bnt it is not known why the Port
Trust authoritics failxd to concede to their own basic principle or policy ? 1t is because they
cannot allege anvthing or give any valid reasons for sending out illegally scores of valid
ticence holders

it is anather illogical argument, to state that while the Madras Port Trust authoritics
did not want to renew old licences, and wanted to send the entire block, out of its fold, ilegally,
it is absolutely uncertain, that how are they justifled in taking in, new. fresh entrants 7 It is one
thing to send out the undesirables as their services are no longer needed, and, it is absolutely
a dilferent thing why they should prefer rich and influential through back-door methods,
denying, the legal rights to the valid ones, without assigning valid reasons for the preference.

Several appeals were preferred to reconsider the illegal and unjust decisions of the
Madras Port Trust but everything have fallen in deaf-cars.



The Chairman, Madras Port Trust, as per his letter Ref: T[31893]63[S durted
8~9—65, addressed to the President, <" The Madras Port Hawker Licence, Holders Association
at No.2, Jaffar Sarang Strect, Madras-1 stated that *“Jt is regretted that it is nos possible 10 grant
any additional Hawker’s Licences’.

Sri C, A.Nagalingam belongs to ons of the ex-criminal tribes, Pammal settlement,
Pallavaram, Chingleput District.  (n (933, Commissioner of Labour and Customs Coeliector
recommended oy his Licence. Hence he lived withoul any remark whatsocver till now. Sri
L. M. Yasagom, the then Harijan Welfare Oflicer in 1953 for Chingleput District knew well about
his good behaviour and his poor family conditions and so he recommended him. When Sri
L. M Vasagam was Collector of Madras, Mr. C. A. Nagalingam appealed through the Collector
in Ref. Na. L, Dis. B2)50?65/65 dated 25-—-3—66 and the reply recelved from the Madras Port
Trust stated ““os a matter of Policy the M. P. T. has decided not te issue Licences to anybody te do
Hawking or trading inside the hacbour™. After the reply was received by the Caltector of Madras
from the Chairman Mudras Port Trust on 23--2—406, five fresh licences were issued, including Sri
K. T. M. Kenniappan who was the President of the Madras Port Trust Howker Licence Holders’
Association and a Mazdoor in the Madras Dock Labour Board. When he has informed
Cabinct Ministers and High Oflicials regarding the itlegal act of the Madras Port Trust and
when our just and legal request was gaining momentum and strength, he was made to resign the
Mazdoor Post in the Madras Dock Labour Beard on 20—6—60 and a new Hawker Licence was
given to him for his illegal act of descrting the association and joining the rank and file of the
Port Trust, leaving his followers in a critical time.

The Porst Trust have renewed the licences to the various institutions, who have also
appited for renewal, while Appellants were alone thrown over board.

Is this Act of granting licence to a Hfth columnist leader justified in any text of the
Law books or is this act to be lelt undecided or unsecttled by the Government and Courts ol
Law and Jusiice. The high handed illegal and unconstitutional act of the Port Trust
Authorilics to set at naught the sacred Tights of scores of persons was pointed out, by
Sri K.S. G. Haja Sheriff, Chairman of the Madras Steamer Agents Association
on [4—4—¢6 in the Newspaper “Financial Express” who stated that the new
Security Department, had eliminated trades men, who had served ships, at the
Port for 25 to 30 years by re-issuing licences and had discriminated in favour
of a few. [t had also created difficulty for employees of Agents, visiting (he
Port. The agents can have confidence only in their tradesmen and not any one
who could secure a Port Trust Licence”. This is a huge blow to the illegal acts of the
Madras Port Trust, and the good advice by a leading personality, who has rich experience, than
those new oncs, in the Poct Trust Administration who rush to quick itlegal decisions forgetting
for the moment the fate of Lhe many poor souls, left to starve and dic for no fault of them.

Hence in these circumstances, my clients may be reinstated in service by
granting them licences, failing which we will be constrained to take nccessary
legal proceedings against those responsible, to get justice according to Law.

In continuation of the discussion I had with you this
forencon, when I met you along with 8hri A.8.K.Iyengar, General
Secretary, Waterfront Workers' Pederation of India, I wish to
place the following few facts on record, so that you may be
pleased to do the nesdful in avsrting an awkward situation
that 1is developing in the Port of Cochin.

The registered dock workers undsr the Cochin boak Labour
Board, of whoz nearly 900 out of a total of abeut 1700 or so, are
members of the Cochin Dock Labour Union, which is an affiliate
of the AITUC and of the Waterfront Workers Ffoderation of India.

The Union served a strike notice on 1.11.1966 1listing the
following demands:

(1) A1l the eixisting vacancies in the Reserve List should
be £illed up by taking the workmen included in the casual 1!

(2) Casual workmen should be booked by ths Dock Labour
Board direct at the Dock Labour Board booking stand.

(3) ALl punishments imposed upon the Reserve Pool workmen
from 1l,1,66 ahould be cancelled.

(4) The Cochin Dock Ladbour Union should Le recognised.

The strike notice said that if by 30.11.66, the issues are
not settled amicadly, then from 1.12,66, the dock workers would

be called upon to defend their rights by resorting to the extraeme
step of a strike.

2411 30.11.66, nesither the Dock Labour Board authorities
nor the Conciliation Officer, Eranakulsm seem to have done enything
in the master. On 30.11.66, the Conciliation Officer, Ernskulanm,
seams to have called the parties for a discussion. It would
appear that the Asst. Secretary of the Cochin Dock Labour Board
who attended expressed his inability as he was not authorised
to do anything., Obviously, nothing else was left to the workers
save that of going on strike. Prom 1.12.66, nearly 800 registered
dock workers went on Btrike. %Hork was sought to be carried on
with the remaining workers and by recruiting more casual labour.

the workers were asked to offer themselves for work from 9.12.66.
%hen they did offer themselves, they were shut out and no booking
wag made. This is8 an act of clear victimisation.

Shrl 7.H.4b0oo had sent telegramas to the Joint Secretary and
the CIC on 9th December complaining victimisation.

I understand that the Cochin Dock Labour Board authorilies
are serving show cause notices under Cl.19(d) (34) & (42) of the
Standing Orders. It appears that thess clauses say that werksrs
who leave the muxxkziisy work spot without permiasion are comzmitting
"misconduct” and that they may be appropriately dealt with.

The Cochin Dock Labour Board authorities seem to be bent upon
suashing the Cochin Dock Labour Union, through sgheer repression.
You will agrse thet through terrorisation and punishment, they may
succeed for a while dbut this would result in a reaction which ssnsible
persons should seek %o asvoid. The two unions Cochin Thuramuzha
Thozhilali Union and the Cochin Port Thoghilali Unlon are "oclesed
shop? unions which tried to break the strika.

I would request you to gee that no victimisatioa of the
workers take place, especially in view of tha fact that when we act
in good falth and advise the workers to withdraw the ztriks on
a mers assurance gziven to us by the Joint Secretary and ths CIC.

Bopinz that you will give this matter yougkengmnt consideration.

We have received the various telegrems sent by the
unions on-the denial of work. This matter was discussed
with the Niristry here on 10th and we were informed that the
DLB Chairman 1s reaching on llth and the matter could be
further discussed later.

It appears that the Chalrman of the DLB has taken the
position that only a few workers went on strike and that the
dock operations were normal, and he relied on the DLB decision.
In view of the fact that the Chairman was trying to secure
an engorsement of his decision, we took up the matter at
ministerial level. Since Shri Jagjivan Ram is away, Com.Iyengar
and Com.?.K.Xumaran, MP, met Shri Shah Nawaz Khan, the Deputy
Minister and pointed out to him that it was on the assurance
of the Ministry that the strike was withdrewn and the efforts
of the local authorities tc victimise the workers would
have grave consequences.

We have also sent a letter from the AITUC to the Secretary
to the Labour Ministry (copy enclosed) in this connection.

¥#¥e have sent you a telegram asking for the number of
workers actually denied work. We hope to receive this information
and about other developments at your earliest.

We find that the authorities in Lelhi es well as here have not
moved in the matter at all.

We thexrefore feel that it is absolutely essential for the workers
to abstein from work for one day in order to focuss the gttention of
the M.D,L.B. Authorities the Marmagoa Stevedores and the “entral
Govt. to the pressing and urgent denands of workers.
