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This meeting of the Generfl Council of the AITUC draws the
attyntion of the working elasslend the toiling people in general to
thelserious threat to the induftries in the public sector that hss
beg launched by some of the bd businessmen 5n the private sector
in frder to holt the growth of bhe Public Sector and sabotage
natfonalisstion, to bring ruin fo the industries of the public
segor and then buy them up forprivate profits,

This offensive is activelylaided by the Anglo-American
impprialists, bankers and finanliers, who counting on the reeds of
devilopment of our national ecofomy, lay down conditions for their
aidfvhich are detrimental to th{ interests of our people and our
fregdom. They.insist on giving bid to the private secbtor capita-
lisjs alone, except in matters, bhere the private capitslists do
notfwant to take up activities fr fear of low rates of profit,
rigks, ete. M '

Not only that, they dislike pur public sector. The World Bank
ev disapproved of the Stste godhg in such industries as o0il,

he engineering, etc. They intgrfered in our internsl affairs
and against the working class by pritieising our social schemes of
welfare, wage levels and ask for
as gemsnded by the private profit}ers.

Certain Congress Groups in Plrliament also have demanded a
hal to the growth of the Public #ector and have openly sugsested
"ignationalisation" of nart of t¥ Public Sector and giving it
tophe private profiteers, viz., dil, fertilisers, etc.

The General Council is glad tp note that the Frime Minister

and gertain of his colleagues havd become conseious of this danger
tolthe Public Sector and have denchneed it. The General Council
notes with satisfaction the fact that the Defence Department has
decided to undertake the full mamyacture of trucks in the public
see¢tor. The foreign monopolists ajd their Indian partners have been
sabetaging the full and complete minufacture of cars and trucks
ingide our country desvite promise{ and despite their rlants having
been in operation for a rurber of 3*ears kg fed by the public and
gofernment orders. .

The General Council hopes thaffthis trend of the Government
of fndia will not weaken before theg onslaughts of the private
sefjor, particularly in view of thg fact that there are within the
calinet and the Government, certain|ministers and officers who
fra within act against the public hector and in favour of the
rriyst e profiteers,

The General Covncilinotes that lit is not possible in the precsent
cofitions, to eliminate the privatq sector altogether and that
it §hould have oprortunities to develon within limifs and in conso-
nefe with needs of the country and bthe people. But whst the big
moMoclists want is not such develonhent but total power owver the
ory and politics of the country,|their self-azsrandisement at the
nse of the working elass, low wades and  high profits, monepoly
cofrol and hich priees, wp@,above 3111, an alliance with Anglo-
fcan finsrice. This must be fouszH. by the working class,
e they hit their direct interess and also those of the people.

Though it is not thst all public sector is in a2 mess or that all
the official spparatus is incompetent; %k yet, it is necessary that
the Governmental machinsry be subjected to demoecratie check-un
and supervision through the Farlisment above, snd cleceted
Works Commitbees below, through trade union rights to the
emnloyees and general people's vigilance. If the demands and richts
of workers in the Governmentsl services and the public sector are
attacked, it not only harms the workers, but also strengthens
the reactionary private monopolists and their foreign LISpirers,
It weakens democracy and paves the wasy for reaction.

The Gemeral Gouneil calls upon 211 workers to defend +the
public sector against attacks. of corruption sabotage and denationalisation,
to denand its extension and nationalisation, such key things as the
bigz banks, mining and plantations and automobiles, to demand Satis-
faction of the lezitimate demands of the workers, a stop to the
atbtacks on the rights of the workers in the governmemtal services
and public sector and strong action against those in the ruling
circles who mismanage or sabotage the growth of the public sector
in league with the Indian moropolicsts and their foreign sllies.
