please let me hear from you in the following matters at 
your earliest convenience.

1. vou know the constitution of the second wage board 
for the textile industry has been announced. For the employees 
representatives again both seats have been given to the INTTTC. 
This is a gross discrimination against the A.I.T.U.C. by the 
Governmentof India. In the first wage board also A.I.T.U.C. was 
not given any seat. The Government cannot so easily ignore the 
strength of the AI^UC in the textile industry in the country as 
a whole. I wl ah the AITUC takes it up very seriously with the 
Government of India and if proper and necessary we can start a 
campaign. ^leese take this joint to the notice of Com. Bange 
and let me know bis veiws on it.

2. ”’ith regard to the amendment of the Payment of wages 
Act for making oaymentof 40^ of the wages in kind according to 
the decision of the 22nd Ind * an Labour Conference I am of opinion 
that it is rot necessary because even now the workers are taking 
food stuff from the f?air ^rlce Phon of Co-op. store wheterh run 
by the union or the management and the cost is being deducted 
by the management In the wages by consent of the. workers. There 
is no difficulty about it no1” and no amendment is necessary as 
it is.

This step is mainly meant, as 1 understand, to ensure 
suo-ly of food stuff by the management at cheaper rates and save 
the '”orkers from the rackettlng prices. I don’t understand how 
the amendment to the Payment of -"’ages Act will ensure or comoel 
the emoloyers to supply food stuff at cheaper prices. But on the 
other hand, T am afraid, the employers may make use of this 
amendment to pay 40^ of the wages in kind irrespective of the 
prices of ^he commodities they may supply. Some times the unices 
may be even^higher that the ooen market. now will this amendment 
help chick this0 I wish the AITUC gives its very serious thought 
over it and opoose the a^endrmt if necessary. Please enlighten 
me on this point.

3. about the proposed,,Bharat Bandh”. Now that the 
trend of rising prices are going higher and higher our Ctate TUCs 
of Kerala, Maharashtra, Gujarat and U.P. have already resorted to 
Qtnte n-undh and a few more state Tups may be on the way.

In Coimbatore we had a Strike and Bartal on the 14th 
August in all Industries. Tt was a grand success through out the 
district. In Coimbatore only about eight Bills worked out of over 
eighty mills. -’.M.S. and the D.m.K. joined the strike. Put 
in spite of the iNTnrip disuation a considerable number of workers 
belonging to the TTTTPC joined the strike. In Tirupoor all the 
uannlah Factories and Ginning factories struck work. This news 
may be oublished in the m^ade TTnion Record.
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4.1 hazily hear that "BHARAT BANDH” is proposed to 
take place on the 7th September. But no circular has been 
received so far from the ATHTC centre c If it is true we 
have very little time before us for preparation. Please 
let vna pr»oxT about it by telegram so that we may start pre­
paration for the All India General Strike.
