Garment workers from Texport Apparels LLP, Peenya have approached Ms Nagalakshmi Bai, Chairperson,

15™ and was appalled on hearing the survivor. She has assured that she will visit the factory premises at 10
AM on Monday, 18'" March 2019 and ensure justice of the workers.

We appeal the members of the Media to be present at the factory situated at No 427, 12'" Cross, 4t Phase,
Peenya Industrial Area, Bangalore - 58 on Monday the 18t of March, 2019.

To briefly discuss the events so far — Women of the above mentioned factory have been facing various
modes of sexual harassment at the workplace for several months - especially since the appointment of the
present General Manager. The workers had already posted hundreds of complaints to the internal

complaints committee, all of which have remained unresolved. On 12”‘, a woman worker was summoned
to his chamber by the GM where he verbally abused her and took his shoes off to beat her. When she tried
to escape she was chased and grabbed by the 15-20 men surrounding her at the behest of the GM. She was
scratched and bruised and her clothes were torn even as she tried to escape from the clutches of the men
surrounding her. Hundreds of workers in the factory came to her support, both from her batch and others.
The management of the factory have thus far refused to take appropriate action against the GM.

To attract Sec. 18 would )
be a bar the court has to examine the complaint and other
materials to know whether the offences under the provisions
of The Scheduled Castes and The Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act can be made out prima facie

case.

10. The learned counsel for the petitioner submitted
that the petitioner is the innocent of the offences alleged and
he has not committed any such offences alleged against him.
He being the permanent employee of one of the largest export
house in Bengaluru and he is factory worker in that factory in
Texport Apparels LLP in Peenya, 85% of the workers are
female workers. He submitted that there is no past history of
strained relationship between the complainant and the

petitioner. They were strangers to each other. There was no
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occasion to know the caste of the complainant. He argued
that in the complaint, the complainant has made allegation
against only two accused contending that they have abused
in the name of caste. He submitted that the complainant filed
ill-motivated and false complaint. There is no prima facie
material to attract the provisions of The Scheduled Castes

and The Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act.

11. On the other hand, the learned Special Public
Prosecutor a:gued that there is prima facie material to show
that the petitioner is involved in commission of the offences.
The petitioner has attacked on the complainant anci his team
members who were peacefully distributed pamphlets outside
the factory. She argued that the accused person has abused
the complainant T.S. Swamy and other victims by name
Bharathi, Munivenkatappa, Bhavana, Pooja, Sowmya. The
accused person assaulted them with hands and helmet and
voluntarily caused them simple injuries and also abused the
complainant and Munivenkatappa in the name of caste and
in filthy language and gave life threat to them. She submitted

As such the
complainant from the Union immediately went to the police
station and requested the police to register the case,
Thereafter from 13.3.2019 to 15.3.2019 the employees and
union have jointly protested against the Management and
against the person who sexually assaulted the victim and also
lodged the complaint before Women Commission and Labour
Commissioner and also demanded to suspend the Shashi
Kumar Setty from the factory. It is alleged that on 28.3.2019
when Union Member Smt. Bharathi went to distribute the
pamphlets then the Security Guard accused Karibasavaiah
was prevented to distribute the pamphlets. Thereafter on
3.4.2019 at about 8.30 AM in order to c.'onvey the decision
held in the presence of Union Labours and Members of
Employees and Women Organisation to the employees, the
complainant and his team went near the Téxport Apparels

LLP Factory to distribute the pamphlets. At that time the

‘Security Head Karibasavaiah came near the complainant and
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his team and asked them to go away and not to distribute the
pamphlet. When the complainant told him that they were
peacefully distributing the pamphlets outside the factory at
that time the accused Karibasavaiah called other staffs. The

accused Suguna H.R. asked the employees to snatch and

throw the pamphlets immediately the accused persons

attacked on the complainant and his teammates, the accused
abused the complainant and his teammates in filthy language
and snatched pamphlets from their hands and torn it and
thrown to their face and abused them in the name of caste
and also abused the complainant and Munivenkatappa in the
name of caste and assaulted the compla;inant, Smt. Bharathi,
Munivenkatappa, Bhavana, Pooja, Sowmya with hands and
kicked the complainant and assaulted the complainant with

helmet and caused them' injuries. The accused person abused

the complainant and Muni Venkatappa in the name of caste.

13. The learned counsel for the petitioner vehemently
argued that there is no mention in the complaint that all the
accused abused in the name of caste. He argued that the

complainant has made allegation only against two accused
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persons that is against the accused Siddesh and accused
Hanuanthegowda by mentioning that they were abused the
complainant in the name of caste and remaining accused
abused him in filthy language. This argument of the learned
counsel for the accused is not acceptable because on reading
of the entire complaint, the complainant has made allegation
against all the accused that they have abused him in filthy
language and assaulted him with hands and kicked him and
abused him in the name of caste. The accused persons not
only assaulted and abused the complainant but also
assaulted Munivenkatappa and abused him in filthy language
and abused him in the name of caste. The accused persons
have also assaulted Smt. Bharathi, Smt. Bhavana, Smt.
Pooja, Smt. Sowmya with hands and abused them in filthy
language. On perusal of the complaint a;zerments, there is
prima facie material to attract Sections 3(1)(r) 3(1)(s) of The
Scheduled Castes and The Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act. No doubt the complainant himself along witﬁ
his teammates went near the factory that does not give

licence to the accused to attack on the complainant and
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abused him in the name of caste. On perusal of the
complaint averments there is prima facie material to attract
Sec. 3(1)(r) 3(1);s) of The Scheduled Castes and The
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act. I have gone
through the documents produced by the petitioner. These
documents are not helpful to the petitioner to show that he is
the innocent of the alleged offences. On perusal of the FIR
and complaint, it prima facie shows that the accused persons
abused the complainant in the name of caste and assaulted
him with hands and also abused him in filthy language and
assaulted his team members by name Bbarathi,
Munivenkatappa, Bhavana, Pooja and Sowmya and also
abused them in filthy language. There is prima facie material
to attract Sec. 3(1)(r) 3(1)(s) of The Scheduled Castes and The
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act. Hence, there
is clear bar u/s 18 and 18A of the Act to grant anticipatory
bail. The apprehension of the prosecution that if the accused
is released on anticipatory bail there is every chance that he
may tamper with the prosecution witnesses and will give

threat to the complainant and commit similar offences cannot

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be rul
ed out. Under such circumstances, considering the

gravity of the offences, considering the bar u/s 18 and 18A of
the SC/sT (POA) Act and considering the chance of the
accused would give threat to the complainant and witnesses,
this court of the opinion that there is no sufficient grounds
made out by the petitioner to allow the petition filed u/s 438

of Cr.P.C. Hence, I answer Point No.1 in the Negative.

14. Point No.2: - For the reasons stated to Point No.1, I

proceed to pass the following.

The bail petition filed by the petitioner u/s
438 of Cr.P.C., is hereby dismissed.

We discussed the matter with our advocates on the matter basis your complaint against these persons.

We also informed advocates of further developments that there has been an FIR lodged by union members, against each of the

person so named by you, on the same ground of alleged violence following which, the Police are investigating and taking up the
matter legally.

Our advocates have advised us clearly to wait till the court judgement is out and not to take any action against such persons. As

per them that may amount to interference with the law, if our actions taken against such persons are not found to be along the
court verdict and may further expose us to severe legal consequences.

They have strongly recommended that as per legal precedence, where ever an incidence or a ground is sub-judice,the
concerned parties wait for the proncuncement of the verdict by the court and then only act on the matter accordingly.

Therefore, we prefer to wait for the outcome of such cases being judicially pronounced We are sure that the fact of their
involvement into the said alleged violence(which is the core of FIR) shall be suitably decided upon by the court.

We assure you that we will abide by the verdict of the court on the enforcement thereof and will take suitable actions to
implement it.

We request you to appreciate the merits of the advice given by our advocates and wait for the court verdict to be pronounced

In the meantime, we seek your support to allow us some time to sort out the ongoing problem in the factory and only write to
us mails which are very essential and have some legal urgency for action.

We will surely respond to all your messages, in due course thereafter.

For too long,
many Managers believed that the best way to extract production from women is to Freate fear and to use
humiliating and abusive language. This was considered as “normal” for male supervisors and product?or:l
managers who genuinely believed that they were being effective by being abusive. . To cgmpletely eliminate overt
and covert abusive behavior with sexual overtones and undertones it would take some time.

Breaking this old mindset and introducing a genuinely respectful relationship towards women ne-ec.is participation
of 2l stzkeholders and putting in place effective and transparent processes. This effort is made dlf‘hculg as some
rogue elements who have developed vested interest refuse to change and wish to continue their ab\_sze
behavior. While, sensitization/awareness building are the most important measures, exemplary punishment may
be necessary when inevitable.

The Union is committed to work towards this goal of creating a genuinely healthy workplace. Several

internationally reputed human rights and worker rights organisations in the USA and Europe such as WRC, FLA,

FWF, IndustriAll, CCC, CFDT, CLB have been promoting actions against Gender based violence in global supply

chain of the Garment industry. The Union works with these organisations always keeping in mind the need to )
protect and promote the industry. These Organisations have been keenly following the development of the Y

attempts by the Management of Texport Apparels LLP in collaboration with KOOGU to promote a respectful
workplace. ‘

We are aware of the efforts of certain elements to derail the process, to reduce the issue to just a conflict
between two groups of workers. We have laid our trust in the process and believe if carried out in good faith, it
would yield desired results in the long run which would mean a healthy work atmosphere supporting a healthy
production process. The reiteration of the Management of its commitment to zero tolerance to violence and
sexual harassment is a great strength to this process.

There was a case of severe harassment, both physical and mental, committed on a
women garment worker in the factory unit of Texport Apparels LLP, situated in

brand owner and supervisory staff. The KOOGU union enabled the workers to take
the martter of sexual harassment to the Labour Commissioner, the Women's
Commission znd entered into discussion with the management to address the issue
of ensuring a respectful workplace. Accordingly, the management agreed to
conduct a fair and transparent enquiry into the allegations and conveyed the same
to the Union and The Deputy Commissioner of Labour. KOOGU in turn had
printed pamphlets giving information of the rights of the workers regarding safe
healthy work space and urging them to await the completion of the enquiry as

agreed to by the management.

On 03-04-2019, myself and other activists of KOOGU and garment workers were
distributing these pamphlets outside the factory premises on the road as workers
were arriving at the factory, at which point number of persons coming out from the
factory attacked me as well as the activists of KOOGU and some garment workers.
They assaulted me with helmet, kicked me, threatened to kill me, abused me in
filthy language taking my caste name, assaulted the other activists and workers,

outraged the modesty of women activists and workers. As I was badly hit on the

During the last fortnight number of women garment workers from Texport
Apparels LLP have testified before the disciplinary committee about the kind of
sexual harassment, verbal abuse, threats, vulgar abuses, suggestive innuendos and

physical assault and abuse by Mr. Shashikumar Shetty , supervisors and other

¢ management personnel.

Strangely some of the accused persons who were absconding came to workplace
on 06-06-2019, resumed their employment and started intimidating and threatening
the witnesses who had deposed against Mr. Shashikumar Shetty before the
disciplinary committee. The witnesses were being intimidated and threatened by
the accused persons, that they would be killed if they refuse to withdraw and
retract their statements made against the accused persons viz Mr. Shashikumar
Shetty and other accused persons. There have been instances of physicai assault
and the workers are extremely scared as the accused have boasted to them that the

police are with them and they would be exonerated by the police.

I sincerely submit, due to inaction of the Rajgopalnagar police station in either
apprehending the accused or taking any action against the accused persons, has
resulted threats to myself, activists of the union, the workers who had protested
against sexual abuse and harassment, of dire consequences including death, if we
did not withdraw the complaint made by me and retract the testimony made by the
workers against the accused persons in the disciplinary enquiry proceedings

initiated by the management of Texport Apparels LLP.

The Management will conduct the enquiry into the misconduet of the General
Manager, Mr. Shashikumar Shetty through the 1CC constituting four senior members
from the Corporate Office and one external member,

The scope of the enquiry will be widened to include any act of misconduct by the
errant Gen. Manager in the past 6-7 months,

The Management will provide the contact number of the Chairperson of the ICC Ms,
Shelia and also one additional contact number of Compliance Department to enable
any of the aggrieved workers to convey their complaints to the ICC.

Based on the list and letters the Management will take immediate steps to convey to
all staff and workers at the factory of the decision of the Management to reinstate all
those workers who were forced to resign against their will.

The Union will hand over to the Management the individual letters from the workers
who were forced to resign, requesting re-instatement and a consolidated list from the
Union requesting for re-instatement to correct the injustice.

The Management will issue letters to each of the workers who have requested for re-
instatement, stating that she/he is re-instated with an assurance that efforts are being
made to restore a respectful workplace.

It is mutually agreed that the batch of 10 workers forced to resign on 39 April 2019
would be re-instated in the first instance starting Monday 22" April 2019 and the
remaining workers would all be re-instated by the 1¥ week of May 2019.

On respecting Freedom of Association:
a. Itis agreed that the Management will make a clear announcement in the factory that

the company respects Freedom of Association and has no objection what so ever to
workers voluntarily associating themselves with the Union.

The Management would issue an advisory to all its HR and Managerial staff not to
indulge, either overtly or covertly in any activity aimed at preventing workers from
exercising their right to Freedom of Association.

Ensuring continuity of Production:

The Union agrees to facilitate enrollment of workers needed to meet any unwarranted
exigencies arising out of the initiation of the corrective measures.

It is agreed to meet at regular intervals to discuss and find solutions to any challenges that
adversely affect the dignity of the workers.
