AN ATPEAT BY THE SOBSI

Of late, all press circles in the world have been paying
much atyention to the development of the situaticn in Indn-
nesia. Particularly the propaganda machine c¢f the imper-
ialists and that of the domestic as well as the foreign
reactionary forces has been circulating all kinds of slanders
ane false reports. Their motives for conducting such activ-
ities dre primarilily to arouse confusion in connection with
the eveants relating to the 30th September Movement,  Further-
more, they have beern utilising this event for fenning ur a
campaign against Coumnunists. and against all progressive
Torces in general and for splitiing up the national united
front.

«+ By launching such a campaign, whilch they regard as a
means  to save themselves Trom their final docom, the imperial-
ists and the reactionaries have condemned the 50th September
Movenent alleging it as a coup d'etat plot te overthrow the
Indonesian Republic and te eliminate President Suxkarno."

At present a reign of terror is raging in towns and
reglions where right-wing elements of the army hold power.
Tunpcent inhabitents are falling victims to the cruel acts
of terror which 1is "”dSl““ insecurivy for personal life,

rnesponsibie groups of mobs and paid gangs are being employed
bty the Indonesian reacticnary forces to wreck and turn down
cffices cf the PKI, of.the SOBSI and of other revoluticnary
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mass organisatiaons. Zven the howes of thelr respective
leaders are not spared from their criminal acts of destruction.
Thousands of Communists, trade union activists, nilitant pat-
ricts and progressive and democratic minded persons have

been arbitrarily arrested and cruelly tortured, while hundreds
of them have been brutally murdered. In comparison with the
bestial tortures suffered by the Indonesian people during the
Japanese Iascist occupation, the tortures carried on by the
Indonesian reactionary forces at present are more horrible..
Hammering nails into the shoulders of a captive as if fixing
nails into a plece of wood is being regarded as a normal act,
Shooting to death without much ado in broad daylight of workers
who defy to work under pressure of bayonets is regarded as a
natter of shooting a bird.

Meanwhile mass dismissals are being imposed upon all
workers and employees whe are regarded to be Conmurnists or to
be inveolved in the 30th September Moverment directly or indir-
ectly, the criterion of which is up to the reactionary forces
to determine, or who are considered to be opposing the reaction-
ary willtary rulers.

In severel vrevinces the "dlssolution® of the PXI and of
revoluticnary mass organisations, including the SOBSI, have
been alreedy prcclaimed by the reactionary elements in powar
in the regicns concerned. Newspapers regarded te be having
sympathies Zor the PXI, and other prcgressive newspapers have
been since cenzned feor lonz immediately after the 30th September
Movement, while on the other hand only right-wing newspapers
under the control of the rightist elements
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main nave been permitted tc appear freely, Press, radic and

in the army in the

other means of mass communication are in general under the
control of the reactionaries, particularly those in the ranks

of the arnmy. Military men are installed almost in all the
government administration. In such a situation one can under-—
stand that it has become difficult for The real voice expreesing
the interests of the working class and of the other progressive
forces in Indonesia to be heard in Indonesia and even aore SO
abroad, - o
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The presunption made (by some circles) abroad as if there
was no resistance at all by workers and other strata of the
people in face of such a situation stems from the fact that
such actions of resistance are being concealed by the press
and propaganda apparatus of the reactionaries and the imper-
ialists, while at the same time the progressive forces in
Indonesia at present are deprived of their own means of
communication, .

In fact, it is not only in the Central and Fast Java that
the workers and other secticns of the people are putting up
fierce resistance, but in other parts of the country also such
as in North Sulawesi, North Sumatra, West Sumatra, etc. Strikes
have been launched by the workers employed in the ‘transport,
telecommunications, plantations and the mines. The people,
particularly the peasants, who have been deceived and ill-
treated by the anti-people cligue of the ruling group too much
and for toc lcng a reriod already, have risen up and are in an
organic way launching an armed resistance and fighting through
other forms of struggle at their disposal. At present, the
struggle of the workers and other secticns of the Indonesian
people, in resistance against the reactionary forces, has
reached its highest form, namely, the armed struggle, though
still in its initial stages. - And they are engaging in this
form of struggle after having experienced and having been
tempered for a long period in democratic acticons taking the
form of demonstretions, strikes and the like. In such a
situaticn the perspective of tne revoluticnary movement in
Indonesia has never been so bright . as it is today.

o~ The imperialists, particularly those of the-United States,

and the reactionaries have certainly no interest in the spread-
ing of news about the resistance being carried on by the Indo-
nesian people, as the real state of affairs. They are struck
with fear with the prospects of development that as soon as

the broad masses of the people would get to know of these
ctions, the flames of resistance could be set ablaze in
increasing intensity. .

For the time, the imperialists and the neacticnaries are
arrogantly busy spreading news as if the prightists in the

[
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..ilitary 'ere in complcte control of the situation” and as if
all resistance by the people is absent. This arrogance is in
fact a manifesgtation or their weakness, They are struck with
panic in face/of the fact that at any tiue the storm of revol-
ution could rise in a rage %o smash them intc pieces.

The development of the situation in Indcnesia, no matter
how derk it is being portrayed by the iluperialists and the
reactionaries; does not show any serious crisis in the position
of the PXI, the SOBSI .gnd other revolutionary mass orgahisations.
Its organisation renains compact; 1ts policy remains revolut-~
ionary far from being opportunistic, ‘it remains firmly united
in the "idealogical field and its main leadership renains intact,
Its leaders are at present working untiringly day and night to

-

accomplish the honourable task, namely, to complete the national
ne first stage for advancing towards

democratic revolution as th
socialisn, :
The reactionaries at hone suppcerted by the imperialists and
foreign reagtionaries may for the time be in & position of
carrying on /wild bestialities against the pecple and they nay

alsn for the vime put on an air of arrogance and mocking.

Rowever, they should be warned that all this is Jjust a sign of

their finsl| doom, from which they cannot escape, The wheel of

history cannot be turned back.

These generalis are the comnpradores of the imperial-
ists, particularly of the US imperialists; who in consviracy
with the American CIA have been engaged Tor lcng in prepari
the grouping of forces, particularly in the military field, to
overthrow the Indonesian Rerublic Irom within and to eliminate
President Sukarno.
