T ‘; The Sixth World Conference against A and H Bombs and fer Total Disarmament
was held in August 1960 in Tokvo. It was held with the background of the Japanese
people’s struggle opposing the revision of the Japan-U.S. Security Treaty, in which
the peace forces of Japan plaved a veryv significant role. Representatives of African,
,{\sian and Latin American peoples struggling against colonialism and for national
independence plaved an active part in the Conference and national and international
organisations expressing world public opinion in support of total disarmament and
: Reaceful co-existence were also well represented. The Conierence strengthened soli-
- - ifarity among these forces for peace and clarified their attitude in the fight against
% - The forces for war.
s Developments since then show that peace forces have made further advances;
J foundations on which war forces have relied show far less stability. The demand
g (or total disarmament and peaceful co-existence has become so powerful that it
= . cannot be withstood. Those whose policies are still based on military might however,
3 are madly attempting to stem this tide of historical development. Arms expansion
and strengthening of military alliances, intervention in the Congo and Laos to suppress
_ the people’s revolt against colonial exploitation, oppression and threat to the Cuban
people, constitute part of these attempts. This threatens peace and security and
} ) creates dangerous conditions.

Countries such as Japan, lending their territory for military bases under a military
alliance with the United States must share the responsibility for such dangerous condi-
tions. Japan and Germany, whose militarism twice led the world into indescribable
“calamities, are strengthening their military ailiances with the United States and re-
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appearing as aggressive forces armed with nuclear weapons. The French nuclear teslts
in the Algerian Sahara indicate the spread of nuclear weapons and their threat directed
against national independence movements and voung nations.

Only united action of all peace forces of the world can prevent these dangers. The
conclusion of a test ban agreement, establishiment of nuclear fiee zones, disengagement,
withdrawal of armed forces from foreign countries, dismantling of military bases on
foreign territories, complete abolition of colonies, the struggle for natjonal indepen-
dence; these all are part of the campaign to achieve total disarmament and peaceful
co-existence, and together are becoming the hasis of world wide united action to
prevent a world war.

SIGNIFICANCE AND CHARACTER OF THE CONFERENCE

The Japanese movement against nuclear weapons is assuming an ever greater
responsibility, naticnally and internationally. to strengthen world wide united action
against nuclear weapons and for total disarmament. The convening of the Seventh
World Conference against A and H Bombs, for Promotion of Total Disarmiament is in
line with this growing responsibility.

The prohibition of nuclear weapons cammot be achieved by the Japanese movement
alone, but will be achieved bv the concerted efforts of all peace forces of the world.
The Seventh World Conference is therefore designed to bring together all forces of
the world struggling against nuclear weapons and for total disarmament.

It is convened in Japan. sole victim of the atomic bombings, and is based on the
mass action of the Japanese people—who from their experience of atomic suffering,
have for years waged their struggle against nuclear weapons. 1t is convened by the
national united organization, the Japan Council against A and H Bombs—and with
the co-operation of all peace forces of the world.

Lined with the fourth nationwide Peace March. the Conference is not only a huge
demonstration; it is the place for the exchange of experience and opinion between
movenents and individuals, to find common agreement on important issues and put
forward a new programme of common action.

THEMES TO BE PURSUED BY THE CONFERENCE

Total disarmament has great historical significance for mankind. Its realization
will eliminate the very possibility of war and is the oniy way to ensure the safety of
the peoples of the world. Total dissymament is a historical necessity in the present
international situation, and the power to achieve it rests with the people. In this
sense, the Seventh World Conference is based on the principles laid down by the Sixth
World Conference in 1960. It will develop and carry these principles to the masses,
and further pursue the purpose to end nuclear weapons and achieve total disarmament.

(1) Total disarmament can not be achieved easilv. To achieve this therefore,
requires a positive and militant fight against the war forces, without which success
will be impossible.

(2) Realization of total disarmament requires the coming together of all peace
forces and calls for united action.

(3) Themes to be pursued by the movement against nuclear weapons, i.c., by
the Seventh World Conference to pave the way to total disarmament include:
United Nations to pass a resolution affirming the principles of general, com-
plete and contreolled disarmament; how to achieve this progressively and under control
to be examined by a disarmament commission which should include representatives
of the People’s Republic of China and certain neutral nations. To find a solution of
disarmament problems imposes on the United Nations the task of improving its
structure and operation.

* A test ban agreement must be reached and regional nuclear free zones estab-
lished as measures leading to total disarmament and as promoting the latter.

* Dismantling of military bases on foreign territories and prohibition of entrance
and exit of armed forces equipped with nuclear and missile weapons into and from
other countries.

* Abolition of military blocs,

An end to nuclear arming and arms expansion race.

* Relief for atomic victims.

(4) In order to press each national government to adopt the above policies, each
national maovement has the responsibility to wage a struggle with mass action sup-
ported by greater public opinion, while each movement must be developed o strengthen
international united action directed to the Uisited Nations. Oniy the struggle of each
national movement and international united action can block arms expansion and war
preparations, isolate the war forces and bring the nations to the point where total
disarmament is adopted.

(3) Enlightenment of the people with the truth that total disarmament is a
necessity. The building of public opinion in favour of total disarmament, can give
cach struggle now being fought against the arims race and nuclear war preparations,
the prospect and conviction of victory, and encourage and further develop the struggle.
At the same time, orientation and strengthening of these struggles within the greater
prospect of total disarmament will in turn promote total success.

PREPARATORY ACTIVITY IN JAPAN

Gigantic Peace March

In view of the striking contribution each Peace March has made to past Con-
ferences, again this vear an even greater Peace March will start early in June from
all over the country to converge on the Seventh World Conference in session. The
March will be a huge demonstration of millions of pcople, and linked with all the
issues mentioned above, will play a large part in preparation for the Conference.

Signature Collection Campaign for Total Disarmament

A signature collection campaign demanding total disarmament was launched on
March 1 on the occasion of the commemoration of Bikini Day when meetings and
demonstrations were held throughout Japan. One of the most characteristic features
of this campaign is that Total Disarmament, the most common problem of the world
today, is closely connected with all the struggles of the movement in Japan.

Propaganda activity in the campaign for total disarmament, pressing local legisia
tive assemblies, the Diet and the Government to support and take a positive stand for
total disarmament, and mobilization of united action to press the United Nations for
support of total disarmament will be developed in close association with this campaign.

Campaign to Block Nuclear War Preparations and Nuclear Arms Expansion

Because military bases are bases for nuclear war preparations, the presence of
such bases could involve the Japanese pcople in nuclear war. Therefore we oppose
the use of military bases in Japan and Asia for intervention in the Laotian civil war,
and we fight for the abolition of military bases in Okinawa and to stop test launchings
of Nike missiles there. These are siruggles aimed at ending the Japan-U.S. military
alliance. Under the terms of the alliance and as a first step in Japan’s nuclearization,
Tokyo bay. This must be prevented. These struggles must be orientated to the
world-wide struggle against military bases and military alliances.

Local Conferences and Report Back Meetings

Those who have already participated in world conferences in Japan will be
familiar with the words “local conferences and report back meetings”, and will recall
the pleasant experience of attending these meetings in many places. They are of
great importance in preparing for the World Conference; and afterwards are the
means of reaching the broad masses of the people with the Conference decisions. They
have their own characteristics according to the localities concerned, and this year
many more of these conferences and meetings are planned with greater participation
from every part of the country.

The weather in Tokyo in July and August is
hot and humid, calling for tropical wear.

silitarism. We appeal io cil the people of
Esia and the peace lorces of the world
fo unite clesely with the Japanese people
1o achieve this end.

(3) We call upon all peoples of the
world to reclize and resist the provocative
and dangerous r1ole of SEATO, CENTO
cnd other mililary alliances operating in
Asia and organized by imperialist powers,
cnd fo undetsiand the sicnilicance of and
10 fight againsi the new Japan-U.S. Security
Treaty, the mililary préparations in South
Vietnam and West Irian (an inlegral part
cf Indenesia), all of which constitute par's
cf the same sirategy.

{4} We demand establishment of clom
Iree zones in the Asjan-Pacific regicn and
in Central Zurope, and the conclusion of a
non-aggeression pact between Asian-Pacific
countiries.

(S} We demand withdrewal of the U.S.
{crces from Okinawa and return of Oki-
nawa to Japan.

(6) We demand that the U.S. imperial-
isls withdraw from Taiwan which is an
integral part of the People’s Republic of
China.

(7) We cemand the immediale relurn of
Goa to Indiz, and West Irian to Indonesia,
lu which they rightfully belonc.

(8) We demand the immediale end of
the U.S. imperialisis’ intervention in South
Korec and South Vietnam; the withdrawal
of all U.S. military missions and troops
izcm South Xorea and South Vietnam; and
the immediaie peaceful reunificasion of the
artificially  divided siales of Korea arnd
Vietnam.

(9) We support the struggle of the

Llgerian people for naticnal independence.
We also demand that all Pelgian irocps
v-ithdraw from the Congo immediately, and
thcl the indepedence, scvereignty and
uvnity cof the Congo be respected.

{10} We demand the immediate end o
ihe militaristic and economic intervention of
United Slates imperialism in Cuba.

(11) We demand the stoppuge of the
flicht of nuclear armed planes and the
espicnage flights of U2 planes, RR-47s and
all such others.

(12) We demand the conclusion of a
peace frecty between ‘*he two German re-
publics cn the one side and all nations
which were encaged in the 2nd World
War on ihe other.

(13) We demand the end of all repres-
sive measurss agains! fighlers {or peace;
in particular those who took part in the
struggle of the Japanese people caainst
the security trealy, those suffering persecu-
tion in the Federal Republic of Germany,
in Scuth Korea, in South Visinam, Central
and South Africa and U.S.A. and many
cther ccuniries, with particuler reference to
Jomo ¥enyctia cf Kernya, for whom we
demond immediale relecse.

(14) We demand that the governments
of cll the world creafe ¢ situction favor-
able !o the resumpticn of the summit con-
ference by abandoning all evil intentions
such as spy flichis, and siopping every
action which will lead 1o mcre tension.

{15} We demecnd that cll governments
conduct sincere and successful negotiations
at the next session of the General Assem-
bly of the United Nations Organization
to bring about {otal and complete disarma-
menl, peaceful co-existence and respect for
independence and nationc] sovereignty.

(16) We are convincea that a broad
mass of people will join the struggle for
the achievement of {otal disarmcment. We
demand that the Governments of the
United Siates, Great Britain and France
should adopt a sincere atiitude in the
negotiations for disarmcment.

{17} We demand that the People's Re-
public of Chinc be restored to her rightful
seal in the United Naticns Oroanization
and {nat the Mongolian Peopie’s Republic
aiso be admutted.

(18) We will brina about tetal disarma-
ment, and we damand thcat budgets and
numan abilities naw used for military pur-
poses ke used for higher living stendcrds
of ihe pecple.

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DECLAKATION _ON  DLSARMAMENT \\///////

Despite the ever-growing demand of the peoples for fru}tful, .
peaceful co-existence and a lasting peace, and in spite of cnunges in
the world situation, the arus race continucs. It overshadows mankind
with the threat of a nuclear war.

Those whose intoresbs arc linked with preparations for war do not
rolax thoir offorts. Vast sums are swallowoed up in military budgets,
The Unitod States is taking bhe lead in this aeceleration of arms
production, creating cver noro terrible weapons, Foro}gn mllltary‘oasos
are croating aroas of grave dwger and undermining national sovereignty.
Such bases are still being imposed on countriss which have recently
attainod independonce, TFleots oquipped with nuclear weapons roam the
seas. Aircraft and submarines carrying bombs and rcckets patrol day
and night., & slight mistoke, or a rash act, could, in a moment of time,
lead to the amnihilebinn of hundreds of nmillions.

Without complete and total disarmament, there can be no real
guarantce of pcace.

It is imperative that now disarmament ncgotiations begin with the
least possible dolay., To be o fcctive) thoy must not invelve the
exclusion of any ccuntry. It is osserntial that cach country partici-
pr "ing shotild entor those discussions sith the real and publicly
expressed intention of disaridng, ~nd if they ar> to succeed, cach stage
of disarmament must be acconpaniod by apnreopriate controls; but there
can be no control without real disarmament. Tho policy of tarms control!
is no substitute for disarwmament., We reject utterly the policy of the
balance of terror and the policy of so-called "deterronce".

The peoples who are insisting on the first steps to disarmament
alsc demand that the countries racovongible for the postponement of the
negotiations shall not be allovel to wmakao use of this interval to
increase their armed strength, Dicarmament can nce longer be delayoed:
it is @& mattor of life and deanth.

The Conferonce neow talkiing place in Geneva must quickly reach an
agreement to put an ond to all nucloar weapon tests, France must abandon
immediately nuclear tests, whether in the Sahara or clsewhore, There
mist be no further tests anywhora in tha world; the production, stock-
piling and the usc of nuclear weapeons wmust be unconditicnally banned
by intarnational asgraeemoent.

It/ ls ef cruciul impertance for the proservation of peace to halt
the plans to put nuclear wospons into the hands of nilitery commands,
such as NATO, 2nd supply muclear arms to countrics such as Federal
Gormany ond Japan, whoro tha very forces wnich bear responsibility for
tho Second World War gro in positions of power. TInstead, we must act
to limit the danger spots, by ostablishing nmiclear-free zonces and zones
of disongagement in Contral Durope and jp other arcas of potential
danger, Foroign treoops uwust be withdrawn from the countries whoere
they arc stationod, military bases abelisnhod, military pacts dissolved,

The manufacture of arms cannot solve any economic problems; on the
Contrary7 it increases want. The vast suws of money devoted to the
production of desgtructive weapons must be usod to improve the lot of
mankind.

Disarmement is thoe hope and demand of the peoples., The peoples
hold tho key. It is for them to imposc &isarmament by immediznte and
widesproad action.

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The World Council of Peace was profoundly shocked by the Erutal
murder of Patrice Lumumba, Prime Minister cf the legal vag?nmep? of
the Congo, and his compinions, which gave rise to great indignation
throughout the world, It considers that the solution pf uﬂf Congo
erisis/is a problem that concerns all peoples and on which the
maintenance and consolidation of world peace depend.

RESOLUTION ON THE CONGO

The chaotic situntion created by the imperialist powers and
their agents in the Congo, headed by the United States, consvitutcs a
threat €o pecace and 4 grave violalion of national sovereignty.

The tragedy of the Congo is largely duc to the activities of
the United Nations Sccrctariat which made use of the troops under its
command to bring sbout the overthrow of the clected government and
cannot eseape responsibility for the murder of Patrice Lgmumba. These
actions have seriously weakened the authority and damaged the reputation
of the United Nations in Africa and throughout the world.

The United Nations military command disarmed and paralysed the
Congolesc forces that wore defcnding the country's unity and indepen-
dence, while leaving {ree play to the Belgian and other imporialists
and their Congolese tools, Kasavubu, Mobulu, Kalonji and Tshombe,
who served to divide the courtry and open the way to restoration of
colonialist rule, creating conditions which prevented the legal
government, hecaded by Patrice Lumumba, from cxereising its power.

The World Peace Movemont supports the sole legal government,
that of Antoine Gizenga, and in order to put an ond to the aggression,
safeguard the independence and mnity of the Congo and securc peace,
the World Council of Peoace demandgs:
