Resolution passed by the Managing
Committee of the Municipal Mazdoor Union, Bombay 
at its meeting on Tuesday, 17th February 1959.

The Municipal Mazdoor Union submitted a Charter of 
Demands on behalf of Municipal workmen on the Bombay Municipal 
Corporation on November 9, 1956. Efforts to arrive at an 
amicable settlement of the dispute arising out of the sub­
mission of these demands having failed due to the adamant 
attitude of the Municipal Administration, the Union called up­
on the workmen to prepare for a general strike from the mid­
night of June 24, 1957, The strike, however, was averted due 
to a last-minute settlement with the Samyukta Maharashtra 
Samiti Bloc in the Corporation. By this settlement, the Samiti 
Party, inter alia, agreed to set up a W \ge Structure Committee 
to go into the demands submitted by the Union. The Union was 
assured that the Committee would submit its report within three 
months of its being set up.

The Corporation by its resolution No.478, dated August 2, 
1957, set up a 21 member V/ ge Structure Committee to consider 
the demands of the workmen and to submit a report thereon. 
More than 18 months have passed since the Committee was set 
up, but there is no sign yet of the report.

At the time of the settlement of the two-day general 
strike of September, 1957, the Union was assured that the 
report of the Committee would be made available by December, 
1957. This assurance was, however, not fulfilled. For the 
third time , when the agreement that ended the 8-day general 
strike of Municipal workmen in June, 1958 was signed, a written 
assurance was given over the signatures of Shri S.A. Dange, 
Shri S.M. Joshi, Shri Datta Deshmukh and Shri R. D. Bhandare, 
signatories to the agreement on behalf of the Samiti Party 
that the report would be submitted by the end of October, 1958. 
This written wordwas also not honoured.

Replying to the letters addressed to them by the Union on 
10th January 1959, the Mayor, Shri S.S. Mirajkar and Shri Mt 
Harris, Floor Leader, gave a written assurance to the Union 
that the report of the Committee would be made available in the 
first week of February, 1959. Even this promise has not been 
fulfilled.

The Managing Committoe of the Union by its resolution of



workers on this issue and had warned the Municipal Corpora­
tion that the workmen would have to resort to a token strike 
if the report of the Wage Structure Committee was not 
published by the first week of February, 1959, The Corpora­
tion, however, is evidently unconcerned about the feelings 
of the workmen on this matter.

In these circumstances, the Managing Committee of the 
Union has now to come to the painful conclusion that the 
leaders of the Samiti Party in the Corporation are not 
serious about honouring the promises they make to the workers. 
Past experience has also shown that only by strike action can 
the Municipal workers get a hearing from the leaders of the 
Corporation. The Committee, therefore, has now no other 
alternative but to call upon all Municipal workmen to resort 
to one day’s token strike on Wednesday, March 4, 1959 in 
support of their demand for publication of the report of the 
Wage Structure Committee.

The Managing Committee appeals to the citizens of Bombay 
to appreciate the justness of the workers’ cause and to pardon 
the workers for the inconvenience that may be caused on account 
of the strike.

Secretary, Municipal Mazdoor Union.

Two strikes in the city, one of 7 hundred workmen of New 
Bra Silk Mills and the other of 800 workmen from National 
Electrical Industries x>td.» have been defying settlement for 
over two months now. In the case of the National Electrical 
Industries, the management has gone back on a settlement arrived 
at with Union.

Even though the number of workmen involved in these strikes 
is very small, the issues involved in them are so grave that 
they have put at stake the very existence of the organised trade 
union movement. In both cases, the employers have sought cover 
under a recent judgment of the Supreme Court to victimise the 
leaders of the workers in their establishments and thereby break 
their unions.

During the 15th Indian Labour Conference at Delhi in July, 
1957 and the 16th tripartite xwxXkK conference at Nainital in 
May, 1958, a great deal of fuss was made over evolving what 
has come to be known as a Code of Conduct for maintaining 
discipline in industry. The veterans of the country’s labour 
movement Inspite of their knowledge and experience of the 
reactionary nature of the employers and of the Government agreed 
to this so-called Code of Conduct. The result has been that 
when the employers cried "wolf* the Government has rushed to 
their aid and suppressed the workers* strikes as illegal as 
was done in the case of the 25th July General Strike in Bombay. 
But when the employers act rashly and tear the Code to pieces 
by victimisation of workers, by refusing to negotiate with 
unions, etc. the Government not only fails to act, but even 
encourages the employers.

Both the unions involved in the present strikes are 
affiliated to the AITUC which is a party to the Code. 1 would 
like the AITUC _le ad ere hi^ and especially Mr. S.A. Dange , 
GeneraT Secretary, to repuTiate*TtiBT<^^... ' ' 
immediately and call upon other central organisations of labour 
also to do the same. Angry statements have never moved our 
Government, and will not move it in the present case either. I 
also hope that the enitre working class of Bombay city will 
stand behind the striking workers and help them to carry on 
their struggle to a glorious end.
